Cathedral Rector

Dear Parishioners,

Two weekends ago, I had the great opportunity to accompany our high schoolers on the Kairos retreat in Flagstaff. It
was a wonderful chance for me to not only get to know the young people better, but also to witness what happens in
the hearts and souls of young people when we lead them to a deeper encounter with Jesus Christ.

The retreatants had a variety of motivations for being there. Some chose to be there and were actively seeking an
encounter with the Lord. Others were ambivalent about being there—they could take it or leave it. Still others were
there because their parents “made them come”, as some of them admitted. No matter their motivation, it was amazing
to see the Lord penetrate even the most resistant hearts. And, while I cannot go into much detail about the retreat
itself, I do want to share an experience of mine that made me quite proud of these young people. But first, a side
note...

A growing number of Catholics prefer the Extraordinary Form of the Mass (the “Latin Mass”) to the Ordinary Form of the
Mass (the Mass in vernacular languages celebrated since Vatican II). The uniformity and strict rubrics of the
Extraordinary Form all but eliminates the kinds of “improvisation” which has too often crept into so many post-Vatican II
Masses, and made them more about the priest or the people than about Jesus. The real issue, however, is the
demeanor and preparedness of the faithful, not in the superiority of one form to another, since both are valid rites for
celebrating the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass.

My first Mass with the retreatants was a teaching Mass on Saturday. In addition to explaining the main elements of the
Sacred Liturgy, I informed them that at the Sunday Mass the next day, I would be celebrating the Mass ad orientum
(the priest and the people all facing Christ in the Tabernacle) at the church’s stunning high altar. In addition, I placed a
kneeler at the foot of the altar for Holy Communion and /nvited the kids to receive on the tongue while kneeling.

To my delight, nearly all of the retreatants and team members received Communion at the kneeler. But what blew my
mind was the focus and reverence they displayed, and their openness to entering into this intimate relationship with
Jesus Christ in a way that was new to most of them and, I imagine, a bit scary. I can honestly say that I have never
experienced a more reverent Mass with high school students than that particular Sunday Mass. Because it takes a bit
longer for each person to kneel, receive the Eucharist, get up and then return to their seat, it was a naturally slower
paced process. Not only that, but since this way of receiving was new for many of the youth, they were naturally more
focused and attentive. I would have welcomed any of the people who prefer the Extraordinary Form Mass to witness
what our young people are capable of with just a little extra guidance, and a lot of confidence in them.

I also want to take this opportunity to thank Jen Pitera, who directs our youth ministry here. She has a special place in
her heart for our young people and she works very hard all year, but especially in preparing retreats, to bring them
closer to Christ. Thank you, Jen!

I'm looking forward to the next Kairos retreat and, God willing, will be able to share this great spiritual experience with
the next group of retreatants.

Parents of these kids...you have much to be proud of and grateful for. And so do we as a parish!
God’s blessings, my prayers...

Queridos feligreses,

Hace dos semanas, tuve la gran oportunidad de acompanar a nuestros estudiantes de secundaria en el Retiro Kairos en
Flagstaff. Fue una oportunidad maravillosa para mi, no sélo para conocer a la gente joven mejor, sino también para ser testigo
de lo que sucede en los corazones y las almas de los jovenes cuando los llevamos a un encuentro mas profundo con
Jesucristo.

El retiro tuvo una variedad de motivaciones para estar ahi. Algunos eligieron estar alli y estaban buscando activamente un
encuentro con el Sefior. Otros fueron ambivalentes acerca de estar ahi, podian tomarlo o dejarlo. Y otros estaban alli porque
sus padres "les hicieron venir", ya que algunos de ellos lo admitieron. Sin importar su motivacion, fue increible ver al Sefior
penetrar hasta el corazdn mas resistente. Y, aunque no puedo entrar en mucho detalle acerca del propio retiro, quiero
compartir una experiencia mia que me hizo muy orgulloso de estos jovenes. Pero primero, una nota al margen ...

Un nlmero creciente de catdlicos prefieren la forma extraordinaria de la Misa (la "misa en latin") a la forma ordinaria de la
misa (la misa en lenguas vernaculas celebrada desde el Concilio Vaticano II). La uniformidad y estrictas rdbricas de la forma
extraordinaria eliminan todas clase de "improvisacion", que con demasiada frecuencia han introducido en muchas misas post-
Vaticano II, y las hizo mas sobre el sacerdote o el pueblo que acerca de Jesus. El verdadero problema, sin embargo, es /a
actitud y la preparacion de los fieles, no en la superioridad de una forma a otra, ya que ambos son validas para los ritos de la
celebracién del Santo Sacrificio de la Misa

Mi primera misa con los participantes del retiro se celebré una misa el sabado la ensefianza. Ademas de explicar los principales
elementos de la Liturgia Sagrada, les informé que en la misa del domingo el dia siguiente, se celebraria el ad orientum misa
(el sacerdote y el pueblo frente a Cristo en el Sagrario) en un impresionante retablo de la iglesia. Ademas, coloqué un
reclinatorio a los pies del altar para la Sagrada Comunidn para arrodillarse, y /invite a los nifios a recibir en la lengua de rodillas.

Para mi deleite, casi todos los participantes del retiro y los miembros del equipo recibieron la comunién en el reclinatorio. Pero
lo que me dejo perplejo fue el enfoque y la reverencia que mostraron, y su disposicion a entrar en esta relacion intima con
Jesucristo de una manera que era nueva para la mayoria de ellos y, me imagino, un poco de temerosa. Puedo decir
honestamente que nunca habia experimentado una Misa tan reverente con estudiantes de escuela secundaria que esa Misa
ese domingo. Toma un poco mas de tiempo que cada persona se ponga de rodillas, reciba, levantarse y luego regresar a su
asiento, era un proceso natural mas lento. No solo eso, sino que como esta forma de recibir era algo nuevo para muchos de
los jovenes, eran, naturalmente, mas enfocados y atentos. Me hubiera gustado que algunas de las personas que prefieren la
misa de forma extraordinaria presenciaran lo que nuestros jovenes son capaces de hacer con solo un poco de ayuda extra, y
un montdn de confianza en ellos.

Quiero aprovechar esta oportunidad para agradecer a Jen Pitera, que dirige nuestro ministerio juvenil aqui. Ella tiene un lugar
especial en su corazon para nuestros jovenes y trabaja muy duro todo el afio, pero especialmente en la preparacion de retiros,
para acercarlos a Cristo. Gracias, Jen!

Estoy esperando que llegue el préximo retiro de Kairos vy, si Dios quiere, sera capaz de compartir esta grande oportunidad
espiritual con el préximo grupo de participantes del retiro.

A los padres de estos chicos ... tienen mucho de qué enorgullecerse y estar agradecidos. Y nosotros como parroquia también!
