Dear Parishioners,
This week I have some great news...an encouraging anecdote...and a challenge!

First the great news. As you recall in the weeks leading up to Christmas, we were running the risk of a huge budget
shortfall in December. In most years, Christmas does not fall on Sunday. When that is the case, there is a separate
Christmas collection from the Sunday collection that week. The additional collection provides a financial “shot in the arm”
to the parish. In 2011, Christmas fell on a Sunday, which put us in real danger of having both collections reduced. So, with
the excellent advice of the Finance Council we alerted you to this situation, even going so far as to distribute the Christmas
envelopes in the bulletins the week before, to emphasize the importance of making this additional “Christmas gift” to the
Lord, apart from the regular Sunday collection. And you responded BEAUTIFULLY!

Both collections on December 25" exceeded $24,000, totaling nearly $49,000. Thanks to your generous response, the
parish not only averted disaster, but also narrowed the gap on our year-to-date shortfall. I am most grateful to you!

Next, the encouraging anecdote. On Monday, January 23, I celebrated the 8:30AM Mass. That Mass commemorated
the 39" anniversary of the deadly Roe vs. Wade decision which legalized abortion in the United States, and which has
resulted in the slaughter of more than 54 MILLION pre-born boys and girls. The newly translated Roman Missal includes
new prayers for a Mass “For Giving Thanks to God for the Gift of Human Life”, which the Church instituted specifically to
address the abortion holocaust. The Bishops of the United States call for a day of prayer for the legal protection of unborn
children on or near January 22. So, in the spirit of that mandate, I invited any of the parishioners in attendance to stay
after Mass to pray the Rosary for this intention. Knowing that some of the parishioners might need to leave for work or
other morning obligations, I was not sure how many would be able to stay. After Mass, I went into the sacristy, removed
my vestments and returned to the sanctuary to lead the Rosary, without really looking out into the pews as I knelt before
the altar to start the prayer. After we finished the Rosary, I stood to address those who had stayed thinking there would be
a handful of people. When I turned around I saw that nearly the entire congregation from Mass had remained...perhaps 50
people or more! I was deeply moved by their response and told them how very proud I was to be their spiritual father!

And now...the challenge. As we are all aware, having heard Bishop Olmsted’s words at last weekend’s Masses about the
Obama Administration’s egregious attack on the Catholic Church, I ask you to please take the actions the bishop requested
in his letter. Pray (the Rosary, in particular) ...fast...and contact Congress to exhort our representatives to reverse the
administration’s decision which pits our freedom of religion against our commitment to provide full-time parish and school
employees with health insurance coverage.

This parish has proven repeatedly that it knows how to respond to a crisis. With its discriminatory decision, the
Administration’s Department of Health and Human Services has pinned the Catholic Church in an impossible corner.

Jesus said in the Gospel:
In the world you have tribulation; but be of good cheer, I have overcome the world. (Jn 16:33)
If we stand faithfully with the Lord, the Truth will prevail. I pray that every individual and family in our parish will join our

Great General, Jesus Christ, and stand in defense of our precious faith.

Esta semana tengo una noticia muy alentadora ... una anécdota ... y un desafio!

En primer lugar la gran noticia. Como recordaran, en las semanas previas a la Navidad, se corrid el riesgo de un déficit
presupuestario enorme en diciembre. En casi todos los afios, la Navidad no cae en domingo. Cuando ese es el caso, hay una
recogida separada de Navidad de la colecta del domingo de esa semana. La coleccion adicional proporciona un "disparo en el brazo"
financiero a la parroquia. En 2011, la Navidad cay6 en domingo, y nos puso en real peligro de que ambas colectas fueran reducidas.
Por lo tanto, con el excelente asesoramiento del Consejo de Finanzas que alertd sobre esta situacion, incluso yendo tan lejos como
para distribuir los sobres de Navidad en los boletines de la semana anterior, para enfatizar la importancia de este adicional "regalo
de Navidad" al Sefior, aparte de la habitual colecta dominical. Y usted respondié MARAVILLOSAMENTE!

Ambas colecciones el 25 de diciembre superaron los $ 24.000, recaudando total de casi $ 49,000. Gracias a su generosa respuesta,
la parroquia no solo evitd el desastre, sino también cerro la brecha en nuestro déficit de afio a la fecha. Estoy muy agradecido a
usted!

A continuacion, la anécdota alentadora. El lunes, 23 de enero, celebro la misa de las 8:30 AM. Misa que conmemord el 39
aniversario de la mortal Roe vs Wade que legaliz6 el aborto en los Estados Unidos, y que ha dado como resultado la masacre de
mas de 54 MILLONES de nifios y nifias pre- nacidos. El recién traducido Misal Romano incluye nuevas oraciones para una misa
"para dar gracias a Dios por el don de la vida humana", que la Iglesia instituyd especificamente para abordar el holocausto del
aborto. Los Obispos de los Estados Unidos exigen una dia de oracidn por la proteccion juridica de los nifios no nacidos en o cerca de
22 de enero. Por lo tanto, en el espiritu de ese mandato, invité a cualquiera de los feligreses que asistieron a permanecer después
de la misa a rezar el Rosario por esta intencion. Sabiendo que algunos de los feligreses que tienen que salir para ir al trabajo u otras
obligaciones por la mafana, yo no estaba seguro de cuantos serian capaces de quedarse. Después de la misa, fui a la sacristia, me
quité las vestiduras y regresé al santuario para dirigir el Rosario, sin realmente mirando hacia los bancos ya que me arrodillé ante el
altar para comenzar la oracion. Después de terminar el rosario, me paré para hacer frente a los que se habian quedado pensando
que seria un punado de personas. Cuando me di la vuelta vi que casi toda la congregacion de la misa se habia quedado ... tal vez 50
personas o mas! Me senti profundamente conmovido por su respuesta y les dije que estaba muy orgulloso de ser su padre
espiritual!

Y ahora ... el desafio. Como todos sabemos, después de haber escuchado las palabras del Obispo Olmsted en las misas del fin de
semana sobre el ataque atroz del gobierno de Obama a la Iglesia Catdlica, les pido que por favor tomen las acciones que el obispo
pidi6 en su carta.
